The Supplemental Instruction (SI) Leaders who facilitate the SI study sessions are critical to the effectiveness of the university. SI Leaders are undergraduate students who have previously excelled in a targeted course. The leaders attend a mandatory training workshop at the beginning of each semester. Training includes instructional strategies aimed at strengthening the student’s overall academic performance and topics such as “how learning occurs.” Leaders are trained to serve as group facilitators thus preparing students to become independent learners.

Chief Responsibilities
Each week throughout the semester, the SI Leader facilitates two (2) one-hour peer-led study sessions for a targeted course using strategies learned through the SI Leader training and staff meetings. The SI Leader must attend all class meetings, take notes, do the homework, communicate with the faculty weekly, and read all assigned material.
